2. Gutting of the Visitor Tea/ Coffee making room to make way for new 
cupboards; drawers; fridge; shelving; floor coverings and sink. 

3. Removal of the redundant air conditioners following the completion of stage 
one of installation of the ducted air conditioning system  

4. Painting of the exterior of the “cottage” (the small dwelling located on the right 
as you enter Nyora).  Broken windows replaced also. 

5. Sealing of the mobility aids storage room on one side and the placement of a 
sliding door on the eastern wall to enable ease of use.
